Lent is ending; Easter is upon us. Our 40 days
of fasting are now followed by 50 days of
teasting. Too often we forget that the church
does give us 50 days to celebrate the
Resurrection of Jesus Christ. He has
conquered death and given each of us the
hope of eternal life: a life after this life. We
tend not to think of life after death because
we know by experience this life, we know by
faith eternal life. Most of us have the view of
eternal life of being angels, with blond hair,
blue eyes, wings, and harps. While artists have
given us visuals/pictures over the centuries,
no one has really come back to tell us exactly
what eternal life or heaven is. The gospels
give us a hint: son of Man seated on a throne
(Matthew 19:28); wedding banquet (Matthew
22:1-14), the story of the sheep and goats
(Matthew 25: 31-46); the rich man and
Lazarus (Luke 16: 19-31); and God being the
God of the living and not the dead (Luke 20:
34,tf). We believe these “hints” because they
come to us from Jesus himself, who, we
believe, came to us from heaven to save us.
We believe these because we accept the gift of
faith that comes to us from God and

continues to be nourished by the church with
the sacraments, educational endeavors,
participating in community, and the sharing
of our time and talent with others. We cannot
give faith to another; we can example it and
help one learn about it, and then continue to
support each other in living the faith until the
time of our death. With death, life is changed
and not ended. Jesus showed us that with his
own death and resurrection. Perhaps the
greatest visual example of this is what we
experience in nature: spring. Nature is reborn
and gives us a colorful display. What a great
visual for our belief in eternal life.

A Federal Appeals Court in California recently
decided that having the words “under God”
in the Pledge of Allegiance did not violate the
U.S. Constitution. This is a big legal victory
for the Khnights since the K of C was
instrumental in passing the law in the 1950’s
that put “under God” into the Pledge, and has
been actively defending the law throughout
the lawsuit. As a lawyer, I can tell you that
this probably ends the lawsuit since very few
cases are accepted for review by the U.S.
Supreme Court.
